A series of three coloured photographs set next to each other.

They appear to be the same two masks photographed from different angles.  Primitive and ancient looking made from old crumpled brown paper which has been ironed out. Sun faded white in parts adding definition to the wizened features.  Folds give the appearance of deep set wrinkles. 

Slits for eyes defined with smudges of charcoal. 

The photograph to the left a close up of the two masks side by side two eyes looking out at us.  The lower eyelid of the right hand mask drooping.  

In the middle photograph the right hand mask has been turned slightly to the right no longer looking forward. 

The third photograph is taken from the left hand side of the masks.  An eye looks out from the first mask.  The mask behind it no longer definable as a face as there are no eye markings or skin definition, now just a weather worn wrinkled brown paper bag
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
